2. GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT THE PROCEDURE

2.1 
Procurement procedure will be conducted in accordance with the Financing Agreement 4180 ALB between Albania and the International Development Association (Education Excellence and Equity Project) dated July 6, 2006 (hereinafter the Financing Agreement) and this Tender Documentation.

2.2 
Any economic operator is invited to submit a tender. The contract will be awarded to the Economic Operator which offered the lowest evaluated substantially responsive tender and who has been determined to be qualified to perform the contract based on the criteria stated in the TD.

2.3 
In accordance with the relevant provisions of Section IV. Procurement in Schedule 2. Project Execution of the Financing Agreement, the Procuring Entity may cancel, with prior concurrence of the International Development Association, the procurement procedure for one of the following reasons:

1) 
no tenders were submitted within the time limit;

2) 
none of the received tenders are substantially responsive tender;

3) 
all substantially responsive tenders contain prices which substantially exceed the Procuring Entity’s budget foreseen for a given contract;

4) 
for other demonstrable reasons beyond the Procuring Entity’s control and not predictable at the time of launching the award procedure;

5) 
in the name of public interest;

All Economic Operators that have submitted a tender or have participated in the procedure will be notified within 5 days of the decision and its reasons.  

2.4 Terms used in the Tender Documentation have the following meaning:

“Authorized Person(s)” - person(s) authorized by a Procuring Entity to act on its behalf and person(s) authorized by means of a Power of Attorney/ or other legal means to act on behalf of a tenderer.
“Procuring Entity” – University of Korca 
“Procurement Procedure”– procedure conducted by Procuring Entity on the basis of this Tender Documentation.
“Financing Agreement” – Financing Agreement 4180 ALB (Education Excellence and Equity Project) between Albania and the International Development Association dated July 6, 2006.

“Economic Operators” – any economic entity which may be a natural person or legal person or any group of such persons which offers works on the market. 

“Tenderer” – any economic operator which has submitted a tender in accordance with the TD.

3. INSTRUCTIONS TO TENDERERS

Ways of communication with tenderers
3.1 
The entire communication and information exchange (correspondence) between the Procuring Entity and Economic Operators should take place in writing.

3.2 
In particular, the communication and information exchange will take place by means of mail, fax and electronic means (to e – mail address referred to in section 2 of TD). Correspondence is deemed to be submitted in due time if its content reached the Procuring Entity before expire of the time limit.

Preparation of tender

3.3 
Economic Operators are obliged to prepare tenders in accordance with the requirements established in this TD. Tenders that are not prepared in accordance with this TD will be rejected as non – substantially responsive tender.

3.4 
Economic Operator shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of their tenders. Procuring Entity is not responsible or liable for those costs.

3.5 
Tender and all documents and correspondence relating to tender exchanged by Economic Operator and Procuring Entity must be prepared in Albanian.   Supporting documents and printed literature furnished by a tenderer may be in another language, commonly used in an international trade, provided they are accompanied by an accurate translation of their pertinent passages in the language of the tender.

The original and all copies of the request/tender should be typed or written in indelible ink. All request sheets must be firmly bounded together and paged. All tender sheets except for un-amended printed literature should be initialed or signed by the Authorized Person(s) Any amendments in the request/tender must be legible and initiated by Authorized Persons. Additionally, in case of requests/tenders submitted by consortium, Power of Attorney for Authorized Persons to represent consortium during the procurement procedure must be attached to the request (Power of Attorney may include also authorization to sign a contract).

3.10  Tenderers may modify or withdraw their tenders provided modification or withdrawal is done before the expiry of time limit for submission of tenders. Both modifications and withdrawal must be communicated to the Procuring Entity in writing before the date and time for submission of tenders. Section 3.10 of TD applies accordingly to statements of Tenderers concerning modification or withdrawal of their tenders. Additionally, the envelope containing statement of Tenderers should be marked: “MODIFICATION OF TENDER” or “WITHDRAWAL OF TENDER” accordingly.

Price calculation

A tenderer shall indicate on the Price Schedule the total tender prices of all goods and related services inclusive of VAT.

Unless otherwise specified in the Tender Documentation, prices quoted by the tenderer shall be fixed during the performance of the contract and not subject to variation on any account. A tender submitted with an adjustable price quotation, which is not consistent with this paragraph, will be rejected by the Procuring Entity as non substantially responsive tender.

Tender validity period

The tender validity period starts from the moment of expiry of time limit for submission of tenders. As long as the tender validity period has not expired, the Procuring Entity may request tenderer in writing to extend the validity period until a specified date. Tenderer may reject such a request without losing the right to reimbursement of the Tender Security. Tenderer who agrees to extend the tender validity period and notifies the Procuring Entity accordingly in writing, shall extend the validity period of the tender and provide an extended tender security. The tender must not be modified. If the tenderer fails to respond to the request made by the Procuring Entity as regards extension of the tender validity period, or does not extend the validity period or fails to provide an extended tender security, the tenderer shall be deemed to have rejected the request of the Procuring Entity. In such a case, the Procuring Entity will reject the tender and return the bid security.

4. QUALIFICATION

General Conditions for participation and required evidence

4.1
The Economic Operator should meet the following conditions:

a) They must have right to pursue professional activity and/or to be registered in relevant professional or trade registers;
b) Their economic and financial standing should guarantee proper execution of the contract;
c) Their technical and professional ability should guarantee proper execution of the contract;
d) Government–owned enterprises in Albania shall be permitted to tender only if they are legally and financially autonomous and operate under commercial law of Albania.
4.2 
The tender will be rejected if the Economic Operator:

a)
is bankrupt or is being wound up or has entered into an arrangement with creditors or has suspended or limited business activities or who is in any analogous situation arising from a similar procedure under the relevant laws and regulations of Albania or its country of establishment;
(b)
is the subject of proceedings for a declaration of bankruptcy, for an order for compulsory winding up or for an arrangement with creditors or of any other similar proceedings under the relevant laws and regulations of Albania or its country of establishment;
c) 
has not fulfilled its obligations relating to the payment of social security contributions in accordance with the relevant laws of Albania or its country of establishment (this is a condition for contract signature and not a condition for participation nor contract award);

d) 
has not fulfilled its obligations relating to the payment of taxes in accordance with the relevant laws of Albania or its country of establishment (this is a condition for contract signature and not a condition for participation nor contract award);

Tenderers should be registered in the relevant professional or trade registers of the country in which they are established demonstrating their legal personality (this is a condition for contract signature and not a condition for participation nor contract award);

a) certified copies of the balance sheets, submitted in the relevant authorities; 

b) copies of the annual turnover declarations and/or financial management reports, certified by an independent auditing body;

With regard to technical and professional ability, Economic Operators and Suppliers quoting as authorized representative of a manufacturer meeting with the above requirement in full must fulfill the following minimum requirements: 
a. has supplied at least two similar contracts carried out in the last five years of the same nature of goods which must be in satisfactory operation for at least one year on the date of bid opening. 

b. Copies of two similar Contracts completed by the company in the last five years accompanied by the certificates of satisfaction after the contracts have been fulfilled. 

Further information in tender documents

For the purpose of this clause, similar contract will be considered those of same size and complexity amounting at 8.100.000 ALL ;
4.8 Assessment of technical and professional ability of Economic Operator will be performed on the basis of the statements and documents provided in Annex 4 of the TD.
4.9
In case the tenderer does not produce or manufacture the goods offered he must be authorized by the Manufacturer to supply the goods and such Manufacturer’s Authorization according to the form in the Annex 6 shall be submitted with the tender documentation and shall meet the qualification requirements above.

Joint Venture (JV)
4.10
The tender may be submitted by a group of economic operators, one of which is the representative of the others during the procedure, and, in case of selection, also during the contract performance. 

4.11
Prior to submitting the tender, a JV should be officially established through a notarized agreement, which indicates the name of the  representatives of the firms forming the JV  and the joint and several liability of all partners, or submit a letter of intent to form a joint venture where the JV agreement will be officially established upon contract award and before contract signature. The tender security of JV should be in the name of the JV or all partners of the JV.


4.12
In case of tenders submitted by JV, the Procuring Entity, when assessing the fulfillment of requirements established in TD, will take into account qualifications, economic and financial standing and technical and professional ability the JV. Therefore, the JV may submit one set of documents referred to in sections 4.5, 4.6, 4.7 and documents and statements concerning the subject matter of public procurement (section 4). Documents referred to in section 4.2 and 4.3, must be prepared separately for every member of the JV and should be attached to the tender. The figures for each of the partners of the joint venture shall be added together to determine the Tenderer’s compliance with the minimum qualifying criteria of Clause 4.5 (a) and 4.7 (a); however, for a joint venture to qualify, all partners combined must meet the qualification requirements under 4.5(a) and each of its partners must meet at least 25 percent and the partner in-charge at least 40% of the minimum requirement under 4.5 (a), and for criteria 4.7 (a) at least one partner shall meet the requirement of at least one contract of a nature, size and complexity equivalent to the goods contract over the last five years (to comply with this requirement, contract cited should be at least 80 percent complete.  Failure to comply with this requirement will result in rejection of the joint venture’s tender.  Subcontractors’ experience and resources will not be taken into account in determining the Tenderer’s compliance with the qualifying criteria.
Illegal Acts
4.13 It is the World Bank’s (the Bank’s) policy to require that Borrowers (including beneficiaries of Bank loans), as well as Tenderers, suppliers, and contractors and their agents (whether declared or not), personnel, subcontractors, sub-consultants, service providers and suppliers, under Bank-financed contracts, observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of such contracts. In pursuance of this policy, the Bank:ADVANCE \D 6.0
 (a) defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as follows:

“corrupt practice” is the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting, directly or indirectly, of anything of value to influence improperly the actions of another party

“fraudulent practice” is any act or omission, including a misrepresentation, that knowingly or recklessly misleads, or attempts to mislead, a party
 to obtain a financial or other benefit or to avoid an obligation;

(iii)
“collusive practice” is an arrangement between two or more parties
 designed to achieve an improper purpose, including to influence improperly the actions of another party;

(iv)
“coercive practice” is impairing or harming, or threatening to impair or harm, directly or indirectly, any party
 or the property of the party to influence improperly the actions of a party;

(v)
“obstructive practice” is

(aa) 
deliberately destroying, falsifying, altering or concealing of evidence material to the investigation or making false statements to investigators in order to materially impede a Bank investigation into allegations of a corrupt, fraudulent, coercive or collusive practice; and/or threatening, harassing or intimidating any party to prevent it from disclosing its knowledge of matters relevant to the investigation or from pursuing the investigation, or
(bb) 
acts intended to materially impede the exercise of the Bank’s inspection and audit rights provided for under sub-clause 35.2 below.
(b) will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the Tenderer recommended for award has, directly or through an agent, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive or obstructive practices in competing for the contract in question;

(c) will cancel the portion of the loan allocated to a contract if it determines at any time that representatives of the Borrower or of a beneficiary of the loan engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, or coercive practices during the procurement or the execution of that contract, without the Borrower having taken timely and appropriate action satisfactory to the Bank to remedy the situation; and

(d) will sanction a firm or an individual, at any time, in accordance with prevailing Bank’s sanctions proceduresa, including by publicly declaring such firm or individual ineligible, either indefinitely or for a stated period of time: (i) to be awarded a Bank-financed contract; and (ii) to be a nominatedb sub-contractor, consultant, manufacturer or supplier, or service provider of an otherwise eligible firm being awarded a Bank -financed contract.

The Procuring Entity will inform the Tenderer, and the Development Partners of the rejection of the request or tender and the reasons for it in writing, and shall make a note on it in the report on the procurement procedure.

The Development Partners will cancel the portion of the credit allocated to a contract if it determines at any time that representatives of the Borrower or of a beneficiary of the credit engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive or coercive practices during the procurement or the execution of that contract, without the Borrower having taken timely and appropriate action satisfactory to the Development Partners  to remedy the situation.

The Development Partners  will sanction a firm or individual, including declaring them ineligible, either indefinitely or for a stated period of time, to be awarded a Development Partners-financed contract if the Development Partners at any time determine that they have, directly or through an agent, engaged, in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive or coercive practices in competing for, or in executing, a Development Partners-financed contract.

5. EVALUATION OF TENDERS
5.1
Tenders will be evaluated based on following criteria. Contract will be awarded to tenderer who submitted the lowest evaluated substantially responsive tender and was determined to be qualified to perform the contract in accordance with the evaluation criteria specified in the TD. Tenders not substantially responsive with the description of subject matter of public procurement will be rejected. In order to evaluate the technical compliance Suppliers are required to submit:
a) samples, descriptions and/or photographs of the goods to be supplied, (option) the authenticity of which must be certified by the supplier;

b) certificates drawn up by quality control agencies of recognized competence attesting the conformity of goods clearly identified by references to specifications or standards;

Multiple Contracts

5.2  If goods are grouped in multiple contracts and pursuant to Sub-Clause 3.15  of the Instructions to Bidders, the Procuring Entity will evaluate and compare Tenders on the basis of a contract, or a combination of contracts, or as a total of contracts in order to arrive at the least cost combination for the Procuring Entity by taking into account discounts offered by Tenderers in case of award of multiple contracts. If a bidder submits several successful (lowest evaluated substantially responsive) bids, the evaluation will also include an assessment of the Bidder’s capacity to meet the aggregated requirements regarding: 

· Experience

· Financial situation

· Current contract commitments,

· Equipment to be allocated, and

· Personnel to be fielded.

Award criteria

5.3
The contract will be awarded to a tenderer who offered the lowest evaluated substantially responsive tender (or combination of tenders in case of multiple lots).
A substantially responsive tender is one, which conforms to all the terms, conditions, and specification of the tender documents, without material deviation or reservation. A material deviation or reservation is one 
(a) which affects in any substantial way the scope, quality, or performance of the Goods; 
(b) which limits in any substantial way, inconsistent with tender documentation, the Procuring entity rights or the tenderer’s obligations under the Contract; or

A determination that the tenderer is qualified shall be a prerequisite for award.  In the event that the lowest evaluated substantially responsive tenderer is determined not to be qualified, the procuring entity shall proceed to the next ranked tenderer and make a similar determination of that tenderer’s ability to perform the procurement contract satisfactorily.

Ban on negotiations

5.4
No negotiations will be conducted with tenderer concerning their tenders.

Correction of errors and omissions

If a tender is not substantially responsive to the tender documentations, it shall be rejected by the Procuring Entity and may not subsequently be made responsive by the tenderer by correction of the material deviation, reservation, or omission.

6. INFORMATION ON REVIEW MEASURES AVAILABLE FOR SUPPLIERS

6.1 
Any tenderer who has a legitimate interest in procurement contract and believes that the Procuring Entity, during the contract award procedure concerned, has breached provisions of the Financing Agreement shall have the right to raise an objection against the procedure. In filing the complaint the interested party shall use the complaint form provided in Annex 14 of TD.

Objections shall be filed with the Procuring Entity in writing within 5 (five) days from the day the complainant became aware or should have become aware of the alleged breach.

GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

Article 1. Application
1.1. These general conditions of contract (“GCC”) shall apply for purchases of Goods procured through National Competitive Bidding.  
1.2. The conditions of contract also include Special Conditions of Contract (SCC).  In the event that there is a conflict between the GCC and the SCC, the SCC shall prevail over the GCC.
1.3. The GCC imply application of provision of Financing Agreement 4180 ALB between Albania and the International Development Association (Education Excellence and Equity Project) dated July 6, 2006 (hereinafter the Financing Agreement).
Article 2. Definitions

2.1 “Contract” means the written agreement entered into between the procuring entity and the Supplier consisting of the tender documents including the GCC and the SCC, all attachments and completed forms and all other documents that are included by reference in any of these documents.
2.2 “Contract price” means the price payable to the Supplier under the contract for the full and proper performance of its contractual obligations.
2.3 “Incoterms” means the international commercial terms that constitute the rules of interpretation of trade terms defining the distribution of functions, costs and risks related to the transfer of Goods from the Supplier to the procuring entity.
2.4 “Delivery” means all activities and actions enabling receipt of the Goods at the place of delivery as specified in the contract such as packaging, transportation, insurance, customs fees and procedures, loading and unloading, installation, assembling, putting together, checking of the operations and supervision of all these operations.
2.5 “Procuring entity” means the entity who is a party to this contract and under the provisions of this contract procures Goods.
2.6 “Supplier” means the physical or juridical person who is a party to this contract and under the provisions of this contract sells Goods.
2.7 “Party(ies)” means the signatories to the contract.
2.8 “Goods” mean raw materials, products, machinery and equipment, objects in solid, liquid or gaseous form and electricity.
2.9 “Related Services” means the services ancillary or incidental to the supply of the Goods, such as transportation, installation, maintenance, training, support services or similar obligations related to the supply of the Goods.
2.10 “Object of the contract” means all of the Goods and Related Services that the Supplier is to provide under the terms of the contract.
2.11 “Technical Standards” means specifications approved by a recognized standardization body for repeated or continuous application.  Such standards are used as rules, guidelines or definitions of characteristics to ensure that processed materials and services are fit for their purpose.  
2.12 “Financing Agreement” means Financing Agreement 4180 ALB between Albania and the International Development Association (Education Excellence and Equity Project) dated July 6, 2006.

2.13 “Development Partners” means the International Development Association (the World Bank), the European Investment Bank and the Council of Europe Development Bank.
2.14 Article 3. Formation of Contract
3.1. The notification of award shall constitute the formation of a contract between the parties, which must be signed within the time stated in the tender documents and in the contract award notice.
3.2. The existence of a contract shall be confirmed through the signature of a contract document incorporating all agreements between the parties.
Article 4. Corrupt Practices, Conflict of Interest and Inspection of Records

deliberately destroying, falsifying, altering or concealing of evidence material to the investigation or making false statements to investigators in order to materially impede a Bank investigation into allegations of a corrupt, fraudulent, coercive or collusive practice; and/or threatening, harassing or intimidating any party to prevent it from disclosing its knowledge of matters relevant to the investigation or from pursuing the investigation, or

(bb) 
acts intended to materially impede the exercise of the Bank’s inspection and audit rights provided for under Clause 5.1 [Inspections and Audits by the Bank]. 
4.2 The Supplier should not have relations (current or past ones) with any of the consultants or any other entity, which participated in the preparation of the Tender Documents for the named procurement.

Article 5: Confidential Information
5.1 The Supplier should allow the Procuring Entity to inspect the accounts and the registers, which are related to the implementation of the Contract, or to nominate people appointed by the Procuring Entity, as controllers to control them.  The Supplier shall permit, and shall cause its Subcontractors and subconsultants to permit, the Bank and/or persons appointed by the Bank to inspect the Site and all accounts and records relating to the performance of the Contract and the submission of the bid, and to have such accounts and records audited by auditors appointed by the Bank if requested by the Bank.  The Supplier’s and its subcontractors’ and sub-consultants’ attention is drawn to Article 4 which provides, inter alia, that acts intended to materially impede the exercise of the Bank’s inspection and audit rights provided for under Article 5.2 constitute a prohibited practice subject to contract termination (as well as to a determination of ineligibility pursuant to the Bank’s prevailing sanctions procedures).

5.2
The Supplier and the Procuring Entity should keep as confidential all the documents, data and other information provided by the other party, in relation with the Contract.  

Article 6. Intellectual Property

6.1. Unless otherwise provided for in the contract, any intellectual property rights obtained by the Supplier in performance of the contract shall belong to the Procuring entity who may use at own discretion.

6.2. Unless otherwise provided for in the contract, the Supplier, upon completion of the contract, shall deliver to the Procuring entity all reports and data such as maps, diagrams, drawings, specifications, plans, statistics, calculations and supporting records or materials acquired, complied or prepared by the Supplier in the performance of the contract.  The Supplier may retain copies of such documents and data, but shall not use them for purposes unrelated to the contract without prior written approval of the Procuring entity.
6.3. The Supplier shall indemnify the Procuring entity against liability for infringement of any intellectual property rights arising out of the use of materials, designs or other protected property under the contract.
6.4. In the event of any claim or suit against the Procuring entity on account of any alleged intellectual property right infringement arising out of the performance of the contract or out of the use of materials, designs or other protected property furnished under the contract, the Supplier shall furnish to the Procuring entity all evidence and information in the possession of the Supplier pertaining to such suit or claim.
Article 7. Origin of Goods
7.1. There is no restriction on the nationality of the origin of Goods, other than any that may be defined in a Resolution of the General Assembly of the United Nations.
7.2. The Supplier may be obliged to certify the origin of Goods.
7.3. For purposes of the certification, “origin” means the place where the Goods were mined, grown, or produced.  Goods are produced when, through manufacturing, processing, or substantial and major assembly of components, a commercially recognized new product results that is substantially different in basic characteristics or in purpose or utility from its components.
7.4. Origin of Goods is distinct from the nationality of the Supplier.
Article 8. Scope of Supply and Conformance of Goods with Specifications 
8.1. The Supplier must deliver the Goods of the quality, quantity and sort specified in the contract, as well as placed and packed in the way determined by the contract.  
8.2. The Goods are not in accordance with the contract, if they are not suitable for the specific use provided for in the contract.  If it is not possible to determine the suitability, it is deemed that the Goods are not in compliance with the contract. 
8.3. If the sale is made on the basis of a model or sample, the Supplier must deliver the Goods that have the same qualities as the model or sample. 
Article 9. Conformance of Goods with Technical Standards
9.1. The Goods supplied under the contract shall conform to the codes and Technical Standards set out in the technical specifications. If during the execution of the contract, there are changes in the applicable codes or Technical Standards, these changes shall be applied only after approval by the procuring entity.
9.2. Unless otherwise superseded by another provision of the contract, when no applicable Technical Standard is defined in the technical specifications, the Goods must conform to current international Technical Standards. If no international Technical Standards exist, the Goods must conform to the appropriate Albanian Technical Standards.
9.3. The Supplier shall not be responsible for errors or mistakes in design, data, drawings or other aspects of the technical specifications furnished by the procuring entity unless the error was so obvious that the Supplier should have recognised it and advised the procuring entity of the error or mistake.
9.4. The Supplier is not responsible for defects of the Goods which at the moment of concluding the contract the procuring entity knew or did not knew because of his fault, except when the defects have to do with the quality of the Goods specified according to the contract or the representation or advertisement of the Supplier.

Article 10. Spare Parts
10.1. If the contract so provided, the Supplier shall include with the Goods supplied a quantity of spare parts, drawn up in accordance with the technical specifications and any other applicable provisions of the contract.
10.2. Unless otherwise provided, the spare parts shall be delivered with the Goods.
10.3. The Supplier shall guarantee the availability of spare parts for a period specified in its Tender and equal to the lifetime of the Goods.
10.4. In event of a decision to cease manufacture of spare parts, the Supplier shall notify the procuring entity in sufficient time to permit the procuring entity to procure adequate quantities for future use.
10.5. Upon cessation of manufacture of spare parts, the Supplier shall furnish the procuring entity, free of charge and if requested, with any manufacturing, tooling, specifications and drawings of the spare parts used in the construction and maintenance of the Goods.  
Article 11. Packing

11.1. The Supplier must deliver the Goods placed and packed in the way determined by the contract.  
11.2. Unless superseded by another provision of the contract, it can be said that the Goods are not placed and packed in accordance with the contract if they are not placed and packed in the same way as is usually done for things of the same sort or, if the customary way is not available, in a manner that is suitable to preserve and protect the Goods.
Article 12. Tests and Inspections

12.1. The Supplier shall carry out all tests and inspections required by the provisions of the contract. The cost of such tests and inspections shall be funded entirely by the Supplier within the terms of the contract price.
12.2. At its own expense, the procuring entity shall be entitled to attend the test and /or inspections.
12.3. The procuring entity also may require the Supplier to carry out additional tests or inspections not required by the contract but deemed necessary to verify that the Goods conform to the specifications and conditions of the contract.  The procuring entity shall be responsible for the cost of such tests.  Further, if such tests impede the progress of the Supplier’s performance, the procuring entity shall agree to adjust the delivery schedule.
12.4. The procuring entity shall reject any Goods that fail to pass the test and/or inspection or do not conform to the technical specifications and conditions required in the performance of the contract.
12.5. Neither execution of tests nor inspection of the Goods shall release the Supplier from any warranties or other obligations under the contract.
Article 13. Terms of Delivery 

13.1. The Supplier shall be obliged to perform all of the activities and actions of delivery unless the Supplier is specifically exempted from any such activity or action by a provision of the contract.  
13.2. The place of delivery of the Goods shall be as specified in the contract.  
13.3. The time of delivery of the Goods and the date of completion of the Related Services shall be as specified in the contract. 
13.4. Delivery of the Goods should be made during business hours unless this requirement is superseded by  another provision of the contract.
13.5. The Supplier is obliged to give the procuring entity reasonable notice of delivery of the Goods prior to arrival of the Goods.
Article 14. Shipment of Goods

14.1. The Supplier shall be obligated to provide for all shipment and transportation of Goods as required in order to meet the terms and conditions of delivery specified in the contract.
14.2. If the procuring entity is obliged to receive the Goods from a carrier or forwarding agent, the Supplier shall provide reasonable advance notice of shipment and give the procuring entity all documents necessary for receipt of the Goods.
14.3. If the Supplier is obliged to deliver the things to the carrier at a place specified in the contract, the risk of loss passes to the Procuring entity only when the things are delivered to the carrier at the specified place.  The fact that the Supplier is authorized to keep the representative documents of the things does not influence the passing of the risk.  

Article 15. Insurance

15.1. Unless superseded by another provision of the contract, the Supplier shall ensure that the Goods to be delivered under the contract are fully insured against loss or damage during shipment, storage or delivery of the Goods to its final destination.
Article 16. Examination and Acceptance of Goods

16.1. Prior to acceptance, the procuring entity has the right to examine, inspect and test the Goods.  This activity should be carried out promptly after delivery of the Goods.  The Supplier has the right to participate in this activity and to review any activity reports prepared by the procuring entity or its agents.
16.2. The procuring entity must accept or reject the Goods promptly after delivery and shall give the Supplier written notice of its action to accept or reject the Goods.
Article 17. Warranties

17.1. The Supplier warrants that the Goods are new, unused, and of recent and current models and that they incorporate recent improvements in design and materials, unless otherwise provided in the contract.
17.2. The Supplier further warrants that the Goods shall be free from defects arising from any act or omission of the Supplier or arising from design, materials, and workmanship, under normal use in the conditions prevailing in Albania.
17.3. Unless otherwise specified in the Special Conditions of Contract, the warranty shall remain valid for twelve (12) months after the Goods, or any portion thereof as the case may be, have been delivered to and accepted at the place specified in the contract.
17.4. The procuring entity shall provide the Supplier with all reasonable opportunity for the Supplier to inspect such defects.
17.5. Upon receipt of such notice, the Supplier shall promptly repair or replace the defective Goods or parts thereof at no cost to the procuring entity.
17.6. If after receiving notice, the Supplier fails to remedy the defect within the period of time specified in the Special Conditions of Contract, the procuring entity may proceed, at the Supplier’s expense, to take such remedial action as may be necessary.
17.7. The Supplier cannot take advantage of the rules provided in herein if the defects deal with facts within his knowledge or that could not have been unknown to him and these were not brought to the attention of the procuring entity.  

Article 18. Contract Price

18.1. The contract price shall be as specified in the contract subject to any adjustments or deductions as may be made pursuant to the contract.
18.2. Unless superseded by another provision of the contract, the contract price includes costs and fees, including customs duties and taxes related to the delivery of the Goods, payment for transport, insurance, installation, tests, loading, unloading, instructions, manuals and documentation in language specified and necessary for regular use, maintenance and repairs of the Goods.  The rate of duties and taxes shall be stated according to the laws in effect 28 days before the opening of bids.
Article 19. Terms of Payment

19.1. The contract price, including any advance payments, shall be due and payable as specified in the contract.
19.2. Unless superseded by another provision of the contract, payment will be made in Albanian currency, at the exchange rate fixed by the Bank of Albania at the date of payment in accordance with the national rules and regulations in force at the time of payment.
19.3. Unless superseded by another provision of the contract, the Supplier’s request for payment shall be made to the procuring entity in writing. For each request, the Supplier shall submit an original and one copy together with an itemised statement describing the Goods delivered and services performed.
19.4. Unless superseded by another provision of the contract, payment for the Goods will be made within 30 calendar days as of the date that the Goods are accepted or the written request for payment is received whichever is later.
19.5. The date of payment shall be the day that the funds are debited from the account of the procuring entity.
Article 20. Delay in Making Payment

20.1. The liquidated damages caused as a result of the delay in payment consists of interest beginning from the date of the procuring entity’s delay, in the official currency of the place in which payment is to be made.  The percentage of interest is established by law.  At the end of each year the matured interest is added to the total amount, based on which the mature interest has been calculated.

20.2. The legal interest is to be paid, notwithstanding any damage proven by the Supplier. If the Supplier proves that it has suffered a damage beyond the value of the legal interest, the procuring entity is required to pay the rest of the damage suffered.
20.3. If the contract provides for periodic or batch shipment of Goods and the procuring entity has not paid for prior shipments, the Supplier has the right to refrain from shipping subsequent batches until payment including interest is made.
Article 21. Change in Laws and Regulations

21.1. If after the date of signing the contract, any law, regulation, ordinance, order or procedure having the effect of law in Albania is enacted, promulgated or changed that effects the conditions, including delivery date, or contract price, the conditions or contract price shall be adjusted to the extent that the Supplier has been affected in the performance of its obligations under the contract.
Article 22. Force Majeure 

22.1. The Supplier shall not be liable for forfeiture of its performance security, liquidated damages, or termination for default if and to the extent that its delay in performance or other failure to perform its obligations under the contract is the result of an event of Force Majeure.  
22.2. For purposes of this article, “Force Majeure” means events entirely outside the control of either the procuring entity or the supplier. Such events may include, but are not limited to, war or revolutions, fires, floods, earthquakes, epidemics, quarantine restrictions and freight embargoes.
22.3. If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the procuring entity.  Unless the procuring entity directs otherwise, the Supplier shall continue to perform its obligations under the contract as far as is reasonably practical and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the Force Majeure event.
Article 23. Delay in Performance and Extensions of Time

23.1. Unless otherwise provided for, the Supplier shall commence performance of the contract immediately upon entering into the contract.
23.2. Unless the procuring entity had agreed to an extension of time for performance, the procuring entity shall be entitled to liquidated damages for the delay in performance if the Supplier fails to deliver the Goods within the period of performance specified in the contract. 
23.3. The procuring entity may deduct from the amount of payment due to the Supplier, the amount of liquidated damages equivalent to the percentage specified in the article 24 below, of the delivered price of the delayed Goods for each week or part thereof of delay, until actual delivery or performance, up to a maximum deduction of the percentage specified in the same article.  In such case the procuring entity must give the Supplier written notice of the amount and reason for the deduction.
23.4. The procuring entity shall agree to an extension of time in the case of a Force Majeure.
23.5. The procuring entity may agree to an extension of time in other circumstances if it is in the public interest to do so.  In the event that the Supplier encounters conditions that impede the timely performance, the Supplier shall promptly notify the procuring entity in writing of the delay, the cause and the proposed date for delivery or completion.  The procuring entity shall evaluate the request.  If the procuring entity agrees to the delay, the extension must come into effect by a written amendment to the contract signed by the procuring entity and the Supplier.
Article 24. Liquidated Damages for Delayed Delivery

24.1. Liquidated Damages for delayed delivery shall be calculated at the following rates:

The liquidated damage shall be: one half (0.5) % per week of delay.

The maximum amount of liquidated damages shall be: ten (10) % of the Contract Price
Article 25. Negotiations and Amendments

25.1. The parties shall not negotiate changes or amendments to any element of the contract that would substantially change the terms that were the basis for selecting the Supplier.
25.2. No amendment or other variation of the contract shall be valid unless it is in writing, is dated, expressly refers to the contract and is signed by an authorised representative of the Supplier and the procuring entity.
25.3. Any waiver of a party’s rights, powers or remedies under the contract must be in writing, dated and signed by an authorised representative of the party granting such waiver, and must specify the right and the extent to which it is being waived.
Article 26. Termination for Default

26.1. The procuring entity may terminate the contract in whole or in part if:
(a) the Supplier fails to perform any or all of the Goods within the period specified by the contract or within any extension granted; or

(b) the Supplier fails to perform any other obligation under the contract. 
26.2. The procuring entity shall give the Supplier written notice of termination for default and grant the Supplier 15 days to cure the default unless the termination is for corrupt or illegal actions, in which case the termination shall be immediate.
Article 27. Termination for Insolvency

27.1. The procuring entity may terminate the contract at any time if the Supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent.
27.2. The procuring entity shall give the Supplier written notice of the termination.
Article 28. Termination for Public Interest

28.1. The procuring entity may terminate the contract at any time if it determines this action must be taken to best serve the public interest.
28.2. The procuring entity must give the Supplier written notice of termination.
28.3. The procuring entity shall pay the Supplier for all Goods accepted and Related Services performed before the termination and shall pay the Supplier for damages incurred for partially completed Goods and Related Services.  In calculating the amount of damages, the Supplier shall be required to take all actions necessary to minimise the damages.
Article 29. Assignment 

29.1. The Supplier shall not assign, in whole or in part, its obligations under the contract except with prior written consent of the procuring entity.
Article 30. Performance Security

30.1. Within 30 days of receipt of the notification of award of the contract, the Supplier shall furnish to the procuring entity performance security in the amount and acceptable form as specified in the contract.  Failure to provide the performance security as required in amount and form within 30 days shall result in cancellation of the contract and forfeiture of the Supplier’s Tender security.
30.2. The proceeds of the performance security shall be payable to the procuring entity as compensation for any loss resulting from the Supplier’s failure to complete its obligation under the contract.
30.3. The performance security will be returned to the Supplier not later than 30 days following the date of acceptance of the Goods.  However, five (5) percent of the security shall be retained until the warranty obligations are fully satisfied. 
Article 31. Governing Law

31.1. The contract shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Republic of Albania.
Article 32. Resolution of Disputes

32.1. The procuring entity and the Supplier shall make every effort to settle by direct negotiation any disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in connection with this agreement.
32.2. If the parties fail to resolve such a dispute or disagreement, the issues shall be considered through contract dispute resolution and judicial procedures in effect under the legislation of the Republic of Albania.
Article 33. Representation of the Parties

33.1. Each party shall appoint in writing a person or organisational position that will be responsible, on the party’s behalf, for receipt of statements and representation of the party in matters related to the execution of the contract.
33.2. Each party should notify the other party immediately of any change in the appointment of the party’s representative.  If a party fails to give notice, it shall sustain any losses sustained due to failure of adequate notice.
33.3. Parties may appoint additional persons or organisational units to represent the party in particular actions or activities in which case the written notice must be given and shall define the scope of the representative’s authority.  
Article 34. Notices

34.1. Any notice given by one party to another pursuant to the contract shall be in writing to the address specified in the Special Conditions of Contract.
34.2. A notice shall be effective when delivered.
Article 35. Computation of Time

35.1. All references to days shall be calendar days unless noted otherwise.

a 	A firm or an individual may be declared ineligible to be awarded a Bank-financed contract upon completion of the Bank’s sanctions proceedings as per its sanctions procedures, including inter alia: (i) temporary suspension in connection with an ongoing sanctions proceeding; (ii) cross-debarment as agreed with other International Financial Institutions, including Multilateral Development Banks; and (iii) the World Bank Group corporate administrative procurement sanctions procedures for fraud and corruption.


b 	A nominated sub-contractor, consultant, manufacturer or supplier, or service provider (different names are used depending on the particular bidding document) is one which either has been: (i) included by the bidder in its pre-qualification application or bid because it brings specific and critical experience and know-how that are accounted for in the evaluation of the bidder’s pre-qualification application or the bid; or (ii) appointed by the Borrower.


� This letter is addressed to tenderers whose tenders were rejected because their tender were non – responsive or otherwise irregular or whose tenders were rejected because they failed to comply with tender security requirements. 


�  	 “Another party” refers to a public official acting in relation to the procurement process or contract execution]. In this context, “public official” includes World Bank staff and employees of other organizations taking or reviewing procurement decisions.


� 	 “Party” refers to a public official; the terms  “benefit” and “obligation” relate to the procurement process or contract execution; and the “act or omission” is intended to influence the procurement process or contract execution.


� 	 “Parties” refers to participants in the procurement process (including public officials) attempting to establish bid prices at artificial, non competitive levels.
